     Mentoring Moments are meant to extend the lesson your child studies in Sunday School with your 
guidance and encouragement.  If time does not permit the completion of the activity, using just the 
Scripture and discussion questions can provide a Mentoring Moment anywhere, even in the car.  To 
start ask your child about the Kids on Mission video they watched during large group today! 

     

Choice 1  

   Scripture:   Ephesian 4:16 

   Activity:  Read together the song; We Are His Hands.  

  We are His hands to touch the world around us. 

  We are His feet to go where he may lead. 

  We are His light burning in the darkness. 

  We are His love shining in the night.  

  We are his eyes to see the need in others.  

  We are His voice to tell of Hi return.    

  For Discussion:  Who is the “we” referring to in the song?  In what ways does having a church family 
make it easier to “touch the world around us?” 

  Prayer Point:  Thank God for giving you a church to belong to.  Ask Him to show you where He needs 
your hands, feet, eyes, and love to touch the world around you.  

Choice 2 

  Scripture:  Ephesians 4:13 

  Activity: Make a list of times when you may have been a little unhappy towards a member of your 
home or church family.  

  For Discussion:  What efforts could you have made to “keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of 
peace?” Is it harder to make the effort to keep the unity or to grumble and quarrel? 

   Prayer Point:  Ask God to make you willing to keep the unity even if it means giving up something.  
Ask Him to help you to value unity over being right.  

Choice 3 

Scripture:   Ephesians 4:11-13 

Activity: Make a list of the reason mentioned in these verses for God giving different talents to different 
people.  Can you find four?  Are you using your talents for these reasons? 

For Discussion:  Which of the jobs listed in these verses is the most important?  The least? Why did you 
choose what you did? 



Prayer Point:  Thank God for His church, where you can be prepared for works of service and help build 
up the body of Christ.  Ask that He will give your church unity and help you become a mature 
Christian. 

Choice 4 

Scripture: 1 Corinthians 12:12 

Activity: Draw a simple outline of a body and label it with different people in your church who do 
important functions 

For Discussion: To which part of the body would you compare yourself?  Why?  Which are they most 
important parts of the body of Christ?  Are any parts unimportant? 

Prayer Point: Thank God for giving you a body of believer to belong to.  Ask Him to help you find your 
place in the body.
