Do
experience anger or fear when you think of being obedient to God’s path, His power, or
presence in your life? In other words, what obstacles are in your way to obedience?

4. Psalm 132:13-18 cleatly indicates the over-flow associated with being obedient to God,
why is it difficult to trust these promises when they seem so far down the road?

5. Where have you placed (or misplaced) the Ark of the Covenant (God’s presence) in your
life? What is at the center of your life if it’s not Him?
