
DAY 1: Thursday Nov. 7 • Please pray for safe travel as our team departs from Williamsburg 
in the early morning, drives to Norfolk and then will arrive 28 hours later in Chiang 
Mai.  Pray for smooth connections and no late or delayed flights along the way. Please pray 
that the Lord would use this time to bond the team together with a common purpose.  Pray 
for grace and unusual rest on the flights and layovers.  Please also pray that all our luggage 
will make it safely. The prayer of a righteous person has great power as it is working. - JAMES 5:16B

DAY 2: Friday Nov. 8 • Continue to pray for health and safety as we finally land in Chiang Mai 
late at night and then a 45 min drive to the hotel. Pray for all logistics to go smoothly with 
the vans/transportation that has been lined up.  Please pray for the hearts of the team to be 
open to whatever God asks of us. Pray for teachable spirits. 

DAY 3: Saturday Nov. 9 • Please pray for us as we embark on a 7 hour drive to Chon Daen 
which is located further southeast. Please pray again for the logistics of the vans/drivers that 
have been lined up as well as safety on the drive.   Continue to pray for physical health for the 
whole team.  Pray that the Lord will greatly encourage our Thai partners, as the team meets 
them for the first time. Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of 
the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded 
you. And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age. - MATTHEW 28:19-20

DAY 4: Sunday Nov. 10 • Pray for the team as they will be worshipping at the Wong Pong 
Church. Pray that the team will be an encouragement to the local body of believers. Pray for 
Pastor Wes as he will be preaching and EA as she will be sharing during the service as well. 
In the evening we will visit a house church. Pray that team will see the setting as God sees 
it. Pray for Tommy as he will share if asked that night. The house church uses the mini-bible 
college material as their studying material. 

DAY 5: Monday Nov. 11 • Pray for the team as they will be a part of the Thantaharn church 
dedication (this is normally 4 hrs long). Pray for the team as it will be a long day of hearing 
another language. Pray that they will be a blessing to this local body. Pray for Wes as he will 
be sharing and Tommy as he will share either with a song or in word. Pray for the team as 
they will be making and distributing shoe boxes to a local village as an evangelistic outreach. 
Pray many will respond to the gospel with open hearts. Pray for protection. Declare his glory 
among the nations, his marvelous works among all the peoples! - PSALM 96:3

DAY 6: Tuesday Nov. 12 • Please lift up the team as they will be dedicating the church that 
the Chapel has help fund though ICM. We will be at the Tab Khlo Church. Lift up EA as 
she will be bring the greeting or a song. Pray for Pastor Wes as he will bring the word. Lift 
up Kacey as she is videoing this amazing day. Pray for the team as they will be doing local 
village outreach again using the shoe boxes. Pray that God will give us the words to share at 
whatever point we are asked. Pray for our boldness. Press on toward the goal for the prize of the 
upward call of God in Christ Jesus. - PHILIPPIANS 3:14
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DAY 7: Wednesday Nov.13 • The team will experience how the Thai train their people to 
reach their country today. This is the nuts and bolts behind this movement sweeping across 
Thailand. Pray we will be ready to share when/if called upon and that our eyes and hearts 
would clearly see how Jesus is at work. Fear not, for I am with you; do not be dismayed, for I am 
your God. I will strengthen you, I will help you, I will uphold you with my righteous right hand. 
- ISAIAH 1:10

DAY 8: Thursday Nov. 14 • Pray for the team to have a good day of rest as they travel to Khao 
Kho with some of the Thai nationals to visit the local mountain region. Ask the Lord to use 
this day to renew the team’s strength. You are no longer strangers and aliens, but you are fellow 
citizens with the saints and members of the household of God, built on the foundation of the apostles 
and prophets, Christ Jesus himself being the cornerstone.  
– EPHESIANS 2:19-22

DAY 9:  Friday Nov. 15 • Pray for us as we travel 8+ hrs north to visit the Village of Hope. Pray 
for safe travel and for team to stay healthy. Pray for team unity and that we will continue to 
walk in the Spirit. Pray for EA as she leads the evening devotions with the kids. Then he said to 
his disciples, “The harvest is plentiful, but the laborers are few; therefore pray earnestly to the Lord of 
the harvest to send out laborers into his harvest.” – MATTHEW 9:37-38

DAY 10: Saturday Nov. 16 • Pray for the team as we will be spending the whole day with kids 
at the Village of Hope. Pray that we will be an encouragement to Pratuan and Gik as well as 
the kids. Lift up Tommy as he will leading the evening devotions. 

DAY 11: Sunday Nov. 17 • Please lift us up as we will lead Sunday morning worship. Ask 
the Lord to use Tommy as he will lead worship along with EA. Pray for Wes as he will be 
preaching and Kacey as she will be sharing a testimony.

DAY 12: Monday Nov. 18 •  Lift up the team as we will be in the classrooms with the kids 
teaching English and helping in whatever way we can. Pray for wisdom and direction for EA 
and Wes as they also use this time to discuss and plan next year’s trips. Ask the Lord to give 
the team a sweet goodbye as they travel back to Chiang Mai in the afternoon.  Commit your 
work to the Lord, and your plans will be established - PROVERBS 16:3
 
DAY 13: Tuesday Nov. 19 •  Pray for the team as we take the day off and enjoy some much 
needed rest. Pray for a great time to reflect on all we have seen, tasted, heard and touched. 
Pray that we will be able to assimilate what we have seen God do and that we will be 
changed by seeing His work. Pray that we will be able to bring this home and clearly share it 
with the church body, that we may all be inspired to draw closer to Him. 
 
DAY 14 and 15: Wed. and Thur. Nov. 20-21 • Pray for the team as they pack up and begin 
their travel back. Pray that we will have a great team debrief in the morning and that all 
connections will go smoothly. Pray for safety and great reunions with family and friends 
as the team returns and that we will be able to put into words and share what we have 
experienced. I sing for joy at the works of your hands. - PSALM 92:4
